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Australia Day Photo Tutorial Day on True North
Detailed Itinerary

Departure Details:

True North will depart from North Port Boat Lifters at 1100 hrs.

Guests should plan to arrive in plenty of time say by 1030 hrs.

The address at North Port Boat Lifters is:

Sultan Way North Fremantle: Take the first right past Port Beach on the Coast Rd at Rudderham Drive, turn right into North Mole Drive and then left into Rous Head Rd. Sultan Way and North Port Boat Lifters is the second Road on the right.
Itinerary:

True North will depart from North Port Boat Lifters at 1100 hrs sharp.

All guests will be directed to the upper deck for a welcome and safety brief by the Captain Brad Benbow and a short welcome by Mark Stothard

Enroot to Rottnest we will show an itinerary DVD that showcases True North’s cruise schedule.

True North will anchor either at the back of Long Reach or in Little Parakeet Bay on the North Side of Rottnest Island.

As soon as we are anchored we will split the group into 2 groups of 50 with one group going down to the dining room and the other group staying up in the lounge area.
The tutors will also group up in 2’s and they will work together to offer an informed session about their tips and tricks of the trade.

That should take us to about 1300 hrs when we will break for lunch.

The groups will then swap so that they can here from all the tutors on the day and after that there will be some free time to go to shore and do what they want…either to take some photos, or to simply go for a swim or snorkel.

At Sunset there will be a photo shoot on shore for anyone interested.

Back on the boat by about 1945 hrs and then cruise back to Fremantle.
Bar snacks will be served on the way back to Fremantle and drinks can be purchased from the bar all day.

Details to take note of:

1) True North has a ‘shoes off policy’ so we therefore recommend bringing light shoes only. North Port Lifters has a covered in shoe policy, so bring some light shoes that can easily be kicked off once on board.
2) Tony Hewitt will be out MC for the day and co-ordinate the activities.

3) True North will also have a cruise Director on board who will be available to answer any questions throughout the day.

4) Camera gear should be stored either outside on the main deck as you enter True North or outside on the upper deck in the cocktail area. We do not want tripods and heaps of gear carried throughout the vessel in case of damage to our walls and furniture.

5) We will have examples of the 3 different rooms made up so that guests on board for the day can see what the rooms are like on True North.

6) Carparking will be within North Port Boat lifters and True North Crew will be there to direct cars to the appropriate spots.
7) Ben from Team digital has a number of special offers and give away for the day and Tony Hewitt will offer details of these things during his speech.

8) Please bring $250 per person in cash and this will be collected as you board by the cruise Director.

9) At this stage we will not be bringing the Helicopter on board as there has not been enough interest shown in the flights.
